For CAT2009, the IIMs orig-
inally had a lO-day testing pe-
riod from November 28 to De-
cember 7, which was extended
by a day.Prometric, the US com-
pany that conducted CAT 2009,
has rescheduled exams for more
than 17,000affected candidates.
Nearly 215,000 candidates suc-
cessfully took the CATthis year,
according to Prometric.
