_at Delhi on Wednesday.

The meeting on Sunday-
had officials from

CAT CHAOS Prometric who

had bought time
from the institutes to collect
data and analyze it before an-
nouncing a new date.

“The data is provided to
institutes and the CAT Cen-
tre after meeting of Pro-
metric officials with IIM di-
rectors. This data is of indi-
vidual candidates and de-
tails of how the test went,”
said Satish Deodhar, con-
venor of CAT Centre.
