Nearly 8,000 students are
yet to write CAT 2009.

According to the statement,
more than 2.15 lakh candidates
successfully completed the
test. “Over of 11 days, tests
were administered on 17,000
computers in 361 temporary
testing labs at 104 centres in 32
cities. Never have so many can-
didates successfully complet-
ed a computer-based test in
such a condensed period of
time,” it stated.

Prometric “deeply regrets”
that some candidates encoun-
tered difficulties.
